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Positive Behavior Supports (PBS) is a school-wide initiative that will address behavior 

challenges emphasizing student responsibility. Students will be given the opportunity to correct 

behaviors and make better choices through strategies that will focus on character development.  

Behaviors are categorized as minor, medium, and major acts of student misconduct. Infractions 

will initiate PBS procedures under Tier 1 (minor behaviors), Tier 2 (medium behaviors), and Tier
